Lions Clubs 
International has 
developed a new 
approach for the 
MERL team.  One 
of the purposes for 
the new approach 
is to promote 

membership development.  This will be 
accomplished by the Global 
Membership Team and the new DG 
teams.  This approach will involved 
three important steps: 
1. The Expansion of the Global 

Membership Team down to the 
multiple district and district level.  
This will create a complete bottom-
to-top team, touching from the club 
level to the international president  
The DG teams will lead the GMT 
unit at the district level with the 
help of a GMT coordinator and a 
surrounding support team. 

2. The consolidating of the 
Membership, Extension and 
Retention chairs and their 
functions into a one team approach 

where all three functions are 
integrated in order to enhance 
accountabilities and reduce the 
overlapping of the previous MER 
positions. 

3. The Separation of the 
Leadership function from M-E 
and R and elevating its function 
into the parallel structure known 
as the Global Leadership Team 
(GLT).  The GLT will work 
alongside the GMT at all levels in 
an integrated and 
interdependent fashion. 

 
Please note that District 29-L also 
offers an Orientation component to 
the MERL team. 
 
This will be a transition year for our 
district.  The MERLO team is 
currently meeting on a regular basis 
and developing strategies to 
accomplish the steps for change.
