Since this is October, here is a
scary item to consider:

For several years, the IRS and
Lions, including District 29-L
officers and the District 29-L
Newsletter, have been trying to
get the word out to Clubs
about the need to file an
annual tax return with the IRS.
| am looking at the IRS list of
WYV organizations, including
several Lions Clubs in 29-L,
that have lost their tax-exempt
status from the IRS. This
follows three years of non-
compliance with the reporting
requirement.

Most of us file our personal
income tax by April 15th every
year. For our clubs, operating
on a fiscal year, we must file
by November 15", following
the close of the fiscal year,
June 30" Most clubs need
only file Form 990-N, the e-
postcard, essentially stating
that the club's gross receipts
are normally less than

$25,000. Clubs with gross
receipts over $25,000 or
with significant assets must
file Form 990 or 990-EZ.
The Lions Club should also
include the receipts of its
Lioness or Leo Clubs.
Lioness and Leo Clubs
usually should not file,
since their receipts would
be included in the Lions
Club's filing. Send the
appropriate form to the
IRS. Do not send it to Lions
Clubs International.

This filing requirement was
a part of the Pension
Protection Act passed by
Congress in 2006 and is
now causing headaches for
some of our clubs. A club
that has lost its tax-exempt
status can be reinstated if it
was revoked for failing to
file for three consecutive
years. However, the club
must reapply and pay the
appropriate user fee (may
be reduced to only $100 if
submitted by December
31, 2012 deadline) to have
the tax-exempt status
reinstated. An exemption
application is required even
if the organization was not
originally required to file an
application. To apply for
tax-exempt status, use

Form 1024, Application for
Exemption under Section
501(a). LCI advises that all
Lions clubs are exempt
from federal income tax
under Internal Revenue
Code Section 501(c)(4).
The primary exempt
purpose is
service. o0
clubs must file annually
with the IRS. Forms may
be downloaded from the
IRS on-line at www.irs.gov.

As you can see, it is
extremely important that
each club file a return with
the IRS each year. Now is
the time to be getting last
year's return filed. It is due
November 15",

Membership is extremely important to service organizations. We have one hundred less pair of hands working to
make our community a better place to live.

How can we reverse this trend and help Governor Patty reach her goal of having all 45 clubs have a net gain
of at least one more member?

Think back to the time you were asked to become a Lion. What questions first came to mind? Probably
something like this.

What do Lions do?

What will it cost me?

What will | get from being a lion?

How much time will | be expected to give?
How often do you meet?

If you are prepared to answer those questions, your success rate of getting new members will be greatly
enhanced. When giving your answers be completely honest, especially about time and money.

When you tell people what Lions do, focus on the service projects you do. Tell how your club has helped
people in the community. Do not talk only about your fund raisers. Service is what new members want to do, so you
should show them how they can use their talents to help ot
time serving and |l ess time meetingo.

If every club will prepare their members to answer these five questions, there is no reason why we should not
experience a net gain of 45 members this year.
